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Abstract

Against the backdrop of growing competition between the United States and China in
East Asia, there is a tendency to reduce the role of the United States in Southeast Asia.
The role of the United States of America and the People’s Republic of China in relation to
the national interests of the Republic of Singapore is being lost from the foreign policy
discourse of the second half of the 2010s. This case is caused by the growing uncertainty
of the republic in the ability to control the processes that at this stage have become
factorsin the system of international relations. ASEAN becomes the “cornerstone” of the
foreign policy process in the field of security of the Republic of Singapore. The Republic
of Singapore seeks to balance the foreign policy process in the context of competition
between the United States and China in the Southeast Asia region. The Republic of
Singapore can no longer correlate its foreign policy strategy exclusively with one global
actor, which in turn forms a multi-vector foreign policy strategy based on the potential
and actorhood of ASEAN. Understanding the above tendency and vital national interests
of the Republic of Singapore seems even more important in expanding the international
agenda on the part of the Russian Federation in the context of bilateral and interregional
cooperation, especially in view of the creation of a free trade zone between the EAEU and
the Republic of Singapore.

1. Second principle — (1) we must not become a vassal state. What this means is that we
cannot be bought nor can we be bullied. And it means we must be prepared to defend
our territory, our assets and our way of life.

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of National Service, and we maintain at great effort a Singapore Armed Forces (SAF)
that everybody takes seriously. This does not just depend on the military technology
that the SAF possesses, but on the courage and resolve of our soldiers, particularly NS
men, to defend what we have and to fight for what we hold dear.

. Third, (3) we aim to be a friend to all, but an enemy of none. This is especially so

for our immediate neighbourhood where (4) peace and stability in Southeast Asia are
absolutely essential. Consequently, Singapore was a founding member of ASEAN and
we remain a strong advocate of ASEAN unity and centrality. (6) With the superpowers
and other regional powers, our aim is to expand our relationships, both politically
and economically, so that we will be relevant to them and they will find our success
in their own interest. (5) This delicate balancing act is easier in good and peaceful
times, but obviously more difficult when superpowers and regional powers contend
with one another. (7) Nevertheless, our basic reflex must be and should be to aim
for balance and to promote an inclusive architecture. (8) And we must avoid taking
sides, siding with one side against another. While we spare no effort to develop a wide
network of relations, (9) these relations must be based on mutual respect for each
other’s sovereignty and the equality of nation states, regardless of size. Diplomacy
is not just about having “friendly” relations at all costs. (9) It is about promoting
friendly relations as a way to protect and advance our own important interests. We
don’t compromise our national interests in order to have good relations. The order
matters. So (10) when others make unreasonable demands that hurt or compromise
our national interests, we need to state our position and stand our ground in a firm
and principled manner.

. (11) Fourth, we must promote a global world order governed by the rule of law and

international norms. In a system where “might is right” or the laws of the jungle
prevail, small states like us have very little chance of survival. Instead, a more
promising system for small states, and frankly even a better system overall for the
comity of nations, is one that upholds the rights and sovereignty of all states and the
rule of law. Bigger powers will still have more influence and say, but bigger powers do
not get a free pass to do as they please. In exchange, they benefit from an orderly global
environment, and do not have to resort to force or arms in order to get their way.

. This is why Singapore has always participated actively at the United Nations, and in

the formulation of international regimes and norms. (12) We were a key player in the
negotiations for the Law of the Sea Treaty (UNCLOS) in 1982. Professor Tommy Koh
still remains with us. And I’m sure that is one of your proudest achievements of your
diplomatic career. We play an outsized role at the WTO, and in negotiating a web of
free trade agreements at a bilateral and multilateral level. As a country where trade is
3.5 times our GDP, we must stand up for the multilateral, global trading system. And
as a port at the narrow straits that ultimately connect the Pacific Ocean to the Indian
Ocean, freedom of navigation according to UNCLOS is absolutely critical to us.

. Now I know we live in a very different era and different geopolitical situation, but

this lesson, this warning against appeasement remains instructive for Singapore.
(15) Whether we are dealing with a key security and economic partner or a large
neighbour, Singapore has always stood firm when it comes to our own vital national
interests, particularly where it impacts on sovereignty, security and the rule of law.
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6. (13) Colleagues, geopolitics will become more uncertain and unpredictable. But we
need to ensure that our foreign policy positions reflect the changing strategic realities
whilst we maintain our freedom, our right to be an independent nation, with our own
foreign policy. We must anticipate frictions and difficulties from time to time. But
our task is to maintain this whilst keeping in mind the broader relationships. (14) Our
approach as a state with independent foreign policy cannot be like that of a private
company. Our state interests go far beyond the short term losses or gains of a private
company. So, we have to stay nimble, be alert to dangers but seize opportunities.

1. (1) These are the tense relations between the United States and China, the impact that
digital disruption will have on Singapore society, the rise of protectionism and the
weakening of the multilateral rules-based trading system.

2. (2) On top of that, regional stability and security are being threatened by the rise in
identity politics closer to home.
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. (3) China and the United States. This is the most important bilateral relationship in

the global system, but the dynamics between them are shifting from engagement to
strategic competition. The US believes it has been taken advantage of by China, while
China is determined not to let any other nation obstruct its rise. Rivalry between both
powers will grow, especially in the technological arena.

. Digital disruption. Technology giants are the winners of the digital revolution, while

many of those displaced by the digital revolution have turned their frustration against
issues such as immigration and free trade. (4) Singapore must not allow these changes
to fracture its society, but must instead master technology to remain successful and
united. Even as Singaporeans become more exposed to the “crowded marketplace of
competing viewpoints and disinformation”, they must also be aware that this raises
the risk of foreign influence in Singapore.

. Protectionism and nationalism. Domestic politics around the world have become more

polarised and led to the «hollowing out» of the political centre. (5) This has led to
a geopolitical situation dominated by an increasingly “short-term transactional ethos
and a zero-sum mindset”.

. Weakeningofthemultilateral, rules-basedtrading system.(6) Multilateral agreements

are increasingly viewed as shackles on sovereignty and a burden on economic growth.
But the free, open, rules-based trading system has benefited both Singapore and the
rest of Asean for many decades. (7) If countries turn away from multilateralism and
trade connectivity shrinks, the outcome will be a negative-sum one.

. (8) Promote the rules-based international order. As a small country where trade is

just over three times the gross domestic product (GDP), Singapore must stand up for
the multilateral, rules-based global trading system. This is not a debating point; this
is lifeblood for us in Singapore. Highlighting various trade agreements, such as the
Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement on the Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP)
and the European Union-Singapore Free Trade Agreement.

. The key point to note is Singapore's neutrality. Singapore cannot be bought, nor can

we be bullied. We will be nobody's stooge; we will not act on behalf of any other power.
This attitude has allowed Singapore to build trust, goodwill and relevance with other
countries. Its credibility has helped it to play a constructive role in international
affairs, and kept up good relations with the major powers. (9) Asean has always been
a “cornerstone” of Singapore’s foreign policy, and it must strengthen the open and
inclusive Asean-centric regional architecture.

. Keeping itself relevant. (10) The importance of creating relevance for Singapore

so that it can be successful and vibrant. Singapore, in playing host to last year’s
meeting between US President Donald Trump and North Korean leader Kim Jong Un,
reaffirmed its reputation as an impartial, reliable and safe country, as well as a trusted
and consistent partner.

Be a friend to all and enemy of none. (11) Establishing good relations with Singapore’s
immediate neighbours is important, as peace and stability in the region are essential.
Relations with Indonesia and Malaysia, as Singapore’s closest neighbours, are of
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special importance. Soft power is the “ultimate currency” of Singapore’s foreign
policy, and many of its overseas missions use cultural diplomacy to showcase the
country’s diverse cultural heritage.

+ While US — China tensions have
dominated headlines in recent months, not
least due to the ongoing trade war, there are
other players looking to make their presence
felt in the region.
+ Singapore’s long-term survival and
relevance in the world will depend on its
continued ability to maintain and nurture
strong relationships, and to build trust
and spirit of collaboration with as many
partners as possible in terms of military
cooperation.

In terms of security, Washington
has been wooing ASEAN member states
in order to change the regional security
situation, but that does not mean ASEAN
will side with the US against China.
